CC: Mouth pain.
HPI: A 93-year-old who started complaining of tooth pain. He denied any trauma to the area and no bleeding but he stated he had bad teeth that needed to be tended to. He does have a dentist that his son can call and make an appointment with but in the interim treatment is requested for this dental carry with a secondary infection.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced dementia, wheelchair bound, generalized debility, DM II, HTN, and peripheral neuropathy.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 08/01 note.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Frail elderly male who was quite tall and in a manual wheelchair.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 135/79, pulse 72, temperature 97.9, respirations 18, and 194.8 pounds.

HEENT: On the right side of his mouth upper and lower molars there is a foul odor tender to palpation, gums are swollen, and possible abscess.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Until he can get to his dentist Augmentin 875/125 mg one tablet p.o. t.i.d. x1 week. If there are any other problems, we will follow up after his dentist.
