CC: 90-day note.

HPI: An 83-year-old with advanced Alzheimer’s/vascular dementia, has been in memory care for about two months and appears to have acclimated fairly well. She comes out for meals, participates in activities and is usually sitting with other residents, talking and laughing. She has had no falls or medical issues this quarter. The patient sleeps through the night and, while generally quiet, can give response to basic questions.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced mixed vascular/Alzheimer’s dementia, HTN, HLD hypothyroid, asthma and sarcopenia.

ALLERGIES: LEVAQUIN and EXELON.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

MEDICATIONS: Lasix 40 mg MWF, irbesartan 150 mg b.i.d., levothyroxine 37.5 mg q.d., Toprol 25 mg b.i.d., Singulair q.d., nitrofurantoin 50 mg h.s., omeprazole 20 mg q.d.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Petite female sitting with other female residents laughing in good spirits.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 113/59, pulse 82, temperature 98.1, respirations 18 and weight 91.6 pounds.

CARDIAC: She has a regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub or gallop.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough and symmetric excursion.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates independently. She is steady and upright. No lower extremity edema and has had not no falls. Generalized sarcopenia, but she is able to get around. No lower extremity edema.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x 1. She looked at me not recognizing me or knowing who I was and I reminded her, but she had no recollection, but she was cooperative. The patient remains verbal. Speech content is random and out of context most of the time, occasionally can give an appropriate response to a basic question. She is cooperative to care, appropriate social interaction and can be directed when needed.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Advanced mixed vascular/Alzheimer’s dementia. There has been decline in speech and long and short-term memory deficits increase. She continues to be cooperative and had labs within a few months that were WNL, so do not need to be repeated. Continue with care as above.
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
