CHARLES, VALERIAN
RECERTIFICATION
This is an 83-year-old gentleman being re-certified for hospice with endstage CHF, COPD, atrial firbilaltion and hypertension. The patient recently had replaced pacemaker and defibrillator placed. He is O2 dependent. He continues to have swelling in his lower extremity despite increasing his Lasix and his potassium supplementation.

He is short of breath at all times, he is requiring respiratory treatments. He is weak. He is not eating as much. He is very much bedbound. He suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition. He needs help with his ADLs and he is becoming bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient has a KPS score of 40%. His wife is his primary caregiver. He lives at home with his wife and his family. He is originally from Trinidad in the Caribbean’s.

He remains hospice appropriate. Most likely has less than six months to live.
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
