I spoke to Dr. Stacey Wells, 678-427-4494. Dr. Wells states that the patient has what looks like NASH causing the patient’s endstage cirrhosis and history of diabetes and high blood pressure along with renal insufficiency. She requires paracentesis on regular basis because of discomfort associated with the fluid buildup in her abdomen and ascites; her last paracentesis was done on 08/14/2023. The patient has had anasarca in the past as well. This gives me enough reason to switch the patient’s diagnosis from hypertensive heart disease to endstage cirrhosis due to NASH for her hospice diagnosis and her care in the future.
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
