Lungs: Bilateral rhonchi and diminished breath sounds at the bases. Chest tender to palpate on the left rib. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Left leg edema noted but no calf tenderness. Right leg trace edema.

Neuro: She is awake, alert, and oriented x3.

LABS: Reviewed by me.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Left leg DVT.

2. Ambulatory dysfunction.

3. Multiple left-sided rib fracture secondary to fall.

4. Hypertension.

5. Diabetes mellitus.

6. Obesity.
