PROGRESS NOTE

PATIENT NAME: Black, Reginald

SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today for followup in subacute rehab. He still complaining of pain in the right knee. He has some swelling but his redness has improved. No headache. No dizziness. No cough. No congestion. No fever. No chills. He has completed the course of antibiotic. His knee immobilizer has been removed and staples on the knee have been removed and he has healed well. No cough. No congestion. No vomiting.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is awake. He is alert and he has expressive aphagia due to previous traumatic brain injury.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 126/86, pulse 70, temperature 97.7, respiration 18, and pulse ox 98%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Bilateral. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Right knee he has some swelling but no redness. No evidence of cellulitis but some tenderness noted on palpation.

Neuro: He is awake and alert. His right side is weak secondary to previous traumatic brain injury.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient was been admitted with right knee septic arthritis.

2. Previous traumatic brain injury resulting right-sided weakness.

3. Dysarthria due to traumatic brain injury.

4. Aspiration pneumonitis treated with recovery.

5. History of elevated liver enzymes and liver cirrhosis suspected of liver cancer. Outpatient oncology followup has been advised.

6. Right knee septic arthritis. He completed the course of antibiotics is improving.

PLAN: At this point, I will continue all his current medications. The patient is on melatonin 5 mg daily for insomnia, ibuprofen 400 mg q.8h only p.r.n., oxycodone 5 mg q.4h p.r.n. for severe pain, and Senokot for constipation. He is getting PT/OT that will be continued and pain medications will be continued. Followup closely. Outpatient oncology and hematology followup. I have discussed with Dr. Ravi and he will follow the patient.
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
