




NEUROLOGY CONSULTATION

Dear Dr. Cope:
I had the pleasure of seeing Cory Fiume today in my office. I appreciate you involving me in his care. As you know, he is 40-year-old right-handed Caucasian man who on April 12, 2023 had an incident and he cannot record the event. He was driving from Albany to Queensbury without remembering it. He also rear-ended someone car. He was taken to the Glens Falls Hospital, where he started remembering and then Otsego Psychiatric Center. Now, he is living at home. He is forgetting and having confusing episode. The patient does not remember anything this is started after COVID. Also, he uses Suboxone and Adderall in the hospital. He was positive for marijuana and cocaine. He had a MRI of the brain and CT of the head, which is negative. He was seen by vascular surgeon. He is getting migraine two to three times per week. His top of the head sharp and throbbing with nausea, with vomiting, with dizziness, with photophobia, with phonophobia. He uses Imitrex 50 mg p.r.n. for migraine.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Peripheral vascular disease, atopic dermatitis, sleep apnea, intervertebral degenerative disc disease of the C-spine with myelopathy, migraine, depression, chronic pain, plantar fascial fibromatosis, carpal tunnel syndrome, hyperlipidemia, hypothyroidism, opioid dependence, attention deficit disorder, asthma, vestibular hypofunction, and hypertension.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Spinal fusion of the L5-S1 and revision also same site.

ALLERGIES: MUSCLE RELAXANT, SEVERE SEDATION, TRAMADOL, AMBIEN, BANANA, GABAPENTIN, and LYRICA.

MEDICATIONS: Cardizem, citalopram 40 mg daily, Claritin, ibuprofen, Imitrex 50 mg, levothyroxine, montelukast, Narcan, Suboxone, Symbicort, testosterone, and Ventolin.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Vapes marijuana. He does not drink alcohol. He is not working. He is divorced, lives with the mother, have four children.
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FAMILY HISTORY: Mother alive with Factor V Leiden deficiency. Father he does not known about him. No sister and one brother alive and healthy.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: I personally reviewed the general, skin, metabolic, endocrine, EENT, pulmonary, cardiovascular, gastrointestinal, neurologic, psychiatric and musculoskeletal system. I found out that he is having headache, vertigo, lightheadedness, confusion, memory loss, trouble walking, joint pain, joint stiffness, and back pain.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 120/85, heart rate 72, and respiratory rate 16. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: S1 and S2 regular in rate and rhythm. Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds present. Neck: Supple. There is no carotid bruit. There is no jaundice, cyanosis, or edema. Neurologic: The patient is alert, awake, and oriented x3. Speech: No aphasia. No dysarthria. Pupils are equally reacting to light and accommodation. Extraocular movements are intact. There is no facial asymmetry. Tongue is in the midline. Shoulder shrug normal. Hearing is good on both sides. Finger-to-nose, no dysmetria. There is no pronator drift. There is no rigidity. No tremor. Motor system examination strength 5/5. Deep tendon reflexes 2/4. Plantar responses are flexor. Sensory system examination revealed presence of pinprick and vibratory sensation in both hands and feet.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: A 40-year-old right-handed Caucasian man whose history and examination is suggestive of following neurological problems:

1. Transient global amnesia.

2. Migraine.

3. Rule out seizure.

4. Drug user.

5. Depression.

6. Anxiety.

7. Chronic pain syndrome.

8. ADD.

9. Intervertebral disc problem.

10. Carpal tunnel syndrome bilaterally.

His MRI of the brain and CT of the head in Glens Falls Hospitals are negative. I would like to order the EEG. I would like to start Depakote ER 500 mg p.o. daily. I would like to see him back in my office in one month. He is using Imitrex 50 mg p.o. p.r.n. for migraine.
