A 48-year-old male presents with irritation to his left eye for the past two days after working and brushed dust. He states it felt irritated with some slight matting without pain. He wears contacts often, but without contact now.

He states he just moved to this area.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: No complaints.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight inflammation and erythema to the left conjunctiva with slight matting without evidence of corneal abrasion or foreign body. Extraocular muscles intact. Intraocular exam negative. Neck: Within normal limits. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Conjunctivitis, left eye.
PLAN: The patient is given a prescription for erythromycin ophthalmic, warm compresses and to leave contacts off for the next several days while healing, to follow up with PCP as needed.
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
