The patient presents with mother with history of congestion and cough with emesis x1 secondary to coughing this morning. The child is nursing and has not had diminished intake. Afebrile. No apparent distress. No respiratory distress.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had RSV and COVID testing done in the office, both of which were negative.
IMPRESSION: Viral upper respiratory infection.
PLAN: Treated with observation. Continue vaporizer. To follow up with pediatrician, Texas Children’s Hospital, where the pediatrician goes and here as needed.
