The patient presents with history of temperature, mid sternal chest pain, right lower abdominal pain, right ear pain and increased heart rate for the past three days and midsternal chest pain as above.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Mono when 7 years old with subsequent arthralgia followed at Texas Children’s Hospital in the past and has history of kidney stones and also followed Texas Children’s in the past.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Chest: 2+ mid parasternal tenderness. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: 2+ tenderness right lower quadrant without guarding or rebound.
IMPRESSION: Atypical chest pain, probable musculoskeletal; abdominal pain, right lower quadrant, cannot exclude the possibility of acute abdomen.
PLAN: Advised to go to Texas Children’s Hospital Emergency Room as soon as possible today for further evaluation.
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
