PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 131 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.1. Respirations 16. Pulse 91. Blood pressure 115/67.

HEENT: TMs clear. Lower molar dental caries on the left side noted.
NECK: Anterior chain lymphadenopathy on left side noted.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Dental caries.

2. Lymphadenopathy.

3. Rocephin 1 g now.

4. We talked about clindamycin versus Augmentin. He has been on Augmentin and would like to take Augmentin 875 mg b.i.d.
5. Take it for seven days total.

6. Come back and reevaluate in a week.

7. If he is not any better, we need to do a ______ CBC and blood work at that time. Mother agrees.
