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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient was in the Rosamond, California, at the Willow Springs Raceway, in 2003.  The patient tells me that he was professional racing motorcycle.  The patient had a motorcycle accident on that day.  The patient was going at 140 miles per hour.  The patient fell down and hit the head.  The patient tells me that he had immediate loss of consciousness.  When he woke up, he was in the ambulance already.  He was out of consciousness for about 15-30 minutes.  When he woke up, he does not remember what happened.  He was confused and disoriented.  The patient has severe head pain.  The patient was taken to the hospital.  The patient also has wrist fracture.  The patient was treated at the hospital.
The patient has significant memory loss now.  The patient has inability to focus.  The patient has low attention span.  The patient has extreme short-term forgetfulness.  The patient is not able to focus on projects.  The patient has difficulty with the conversations.  The patient tells me his mind wanders a lot.
MoCA examination score today 26/30.  The patient missed four on delay recall.

The patient is currently retired.  The patient is currently not working.  The patient is taking care of his mother full-time.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient was involved in a motorcycle accident in 2003, at Willow Springs Raceway in California.  The patient was professionally racing going at 140 miles per hour.  The patient fell down and hit the head.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  When he woke up, the patient has severe head pain, confusion disorientation, and also amnesia.  Since then, the patient has significant headache.  The patient has memory loss.  The patient has difficulty to focus.  He has got poor attention span.  The patient has extreme short-term memory loss.

MoCA examination today, the patient has missed 4/5 on delayed recall.  It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The memory deficits, poor memory, headaches, concentration difficulties, these are all signs and symptoms suggesting traumatic brain injury.
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
