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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in San Bruno, California.  The patient tells me that he was driving.  He got into an accident.  The patient tells me the head hit the steering wheel.  The patient hit the forehead onto the steering wheel.  It was on July 16, 2021.  The patient has immediately had headaches.  He has had nausea.  He was confused and disoriented.  The patient did not loose consciousness.  However, the patient was brought to the emergency room in the hospital.  The patient was diagnosed with concussion.
The patient has migraines.  The patient has trouble sleeping, difficulty concentration.  Severe headaches very irritable, tinnitus, and brain fog. 

The patient is currently really working as a security guard.  He tells me that he is very irritated at work.  He is not able to focus well at work.  The patient has decreased ability to work as a security guard.  Headaches also affecting him to concentrate at work.
MoCA examination today score is 26/30.  The patient missed three on a delay recall.  The patient missed one language.
It is my impression; the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient was involved in a motor vehicle accident, on July 16, 2021.  The patient hit forehead, hit onto the steering wheel.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient has severe headaches.  The patient has confusion, disorientation.  Since then, he has significant difficulty with headaches.  The patient has difficulty sleeping.  Difficulty in concentration.  The patient is become very irritable.  The patient also brain fog and tinnitus since the event.  It is my opinion that the patient has sustained brain injury.  The headache, confusion, difficulty sleeping, concentration difficulties and tinnitus, these all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.
