REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She is having a hard time getting around, hence the need with provider services. No chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure, or convulsion.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Review of the records indicates blood pressure has been stable at 130/88. Pulse 92. Respirations 18.

NECK: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
