HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 70-year-old trucker who lives with his family. He does not drink, but he smokes from time-to-time.
He suffers from hypertension and ALS.

He also has difficulty with walking, uses the wheelchair most of the time because of right-sided weakness and paralysis of the right arm. He is having difficulty swallowing. He is having symptoms of drooling and aspiration.
He has been taken care of ALS world renowned physician, Dr. Stanley Appel at Methodist Hospital. He may have connected this morning regarding the patient’s eligibility for further care at home.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: No recent surgery reported.
MEDICATIONS: Blood pressure medication, hydrocodone, vitamin D as well as riluzole 50 mg b.i.d.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient has three children, but they are not around very much.
FAMILY HISTORY: Not known.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He has had decreased weight loss, decreased appetite, and right-sided weakness. The patient is in desperate need of help at home.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure was reported at 110/60. Pulse 92. Respirations 18.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.
EXTREMITIES: Lower extremity shows muscle wasting. There is weakness noted of the upper extremity and difficulty with walking. Speech appears to be slightly dysarthric.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. ALS.

2. Hypertension.
3. Pain related to ALS.

4. We will discuss with Dr. Appel regarding whether or not the patient can benefit from palliative care at this time in his disease process.

5. The patient continues with riluzole 50 mg b.i.d. for his ALS symptoms at this time. We will assess the efficacy of this medication per Dr. Appel as well.
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
