SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today for followup with subacute rehab. His medication reviewed and followup. He is feeling weak and tired but no nausea. No vomiting. No fever. No chills.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: No headache. No dizziness. No cough. No congestion. No nausea. No vomiting. He has chronic dermatitis right leg. Local skin care is being done. No other issues reported by the patient today.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is awake, forgetful, and disoriented. He has dysarthria secondary to previous traumatic brain injury and forgetful dementia.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 136/83, pulse 69, temperature 98.0, respiration 16, and pulse ox 97%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Right leg chronic dermatitis and left leg no edema. No dermatitis.

Neuro: He is awake, disoriented, and forgetful.

LABS: Recent labs Dilantin level is 14.6, sodium 139, potassium 4.4, chloride 104, CO2 28, glucose 77, BUN 13, creatinine 0.65, calcium level 8.6, AST 12, ALT 9, and albumin level of 3.3.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Traumatic brain injury.

2. Right-sided weakness.

3. Seizure disorder.

4. Ambulatory dysfunction.

5. Chronic dermatitis of the lower extremity.

6. Dysarthria due to previous stroke.

7. History of GERD.

8. History of DVT.
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PLAN: The patient has been getting folic acid 1 mg daily, Senna plus one tablet daily, Keppra 500 mg b.i.d., Dilantin, Xarelto 10 mg daily, fluoxetine 40 mg daily, vitamin D3 supplement, amlodipine 5 mg daily, aripiprazole 2 mg daily, Tylenol 650 mg q.6h p.r.n., DuoNeb treatment four times a day p.r.n. for dyspnea, atorvastatin 20 mg daily, MiraLax 17 g daily, lactulose 30 mL b.i.d. p.r.n. for constipation, Dilantin 100 mg q.12h in addition we get Dilantin 50 mg once a day he get total 250 mg daily, and Protonix 40 mg daily for GERD. We will get vitamin D level tomorrow. Reevaluate the need for vitamin D supplement. He also has been taking fluoxetine 40 mg daily for depression and anxiety. Care plan discussed with the nursing staff.
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
