History: Mr. Easley was seen today. Mr. Easley works in an oil field. He has attention deficit disorder. He has obesity. He states he was working on his motorcycle exhaust when he sustained a second-degree burn on the back of his right leg. He states he has done this before and he put Silvadene cream and cleaned the wound. He states his wound was much redder before. I told him to open the wound; he had done a good dressing of the wound and looked at the wound, it is about a rectangular area about 2 x 4 cm and he believes the redness around the wound is much reduced. He is planning to go back to work in a day or so. He refuses flu shots. I think I told him he should go ahead and take some antibiotics and I gave him a prescription of Keflex 500 mg three times a day for seven days. I wrote him another prescription of Silvadene burn cream. CNSVS testing results discussed. I refilled Adderall XR 20 mg and Adderall 5 mg at 3 p.m. So, Keflex and Silvadene cream for his burn and Adderall refilled. He will be seen in the office in a month.
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
