




NEUROLOGY CONSULTATION

Dear Crystal Baker:
I had the pleasure of seeing Faye Barnoski today in my office. I appreciate you involving me in her care. As you know, she is 85-year-old right-handed Caucasian woman who has trouble remembering. Her short-term memory is not good. She lives alone, but next week, she is moving with her son. She cannot drive as per the PMD. She has trouble navigating when she is driving the car. She can take shower herself. She can change the clothes. One day she called the son many times. Occasionally, she leaved the stove on and burned the plates. She has a dog. Son has a power of attorney. She still writes cheque and pay the bill. She is taking donepezil 5 mg p.o. daily.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Basal sarcoma, atrial fibrillation, hearing loss, and hypertension.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:  Knee replacement and hysterectomy.

ALLERGIES: IBUPROFEN and ANTIINFLAMMATORY MEDICATIONS, and CLINDAMYCIN.

MEDICATIONS: Xarelto 2.5 mg two times daily, lisinopril, and donepezil.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She does not smoke cigarettes. She does not drink alcohol. She is a retired teacher. She has a Master degree. She is widowed. She lives alone. She has five children.
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FAMILY HISTORY: Mother deceased. Father deceased. No sibling.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: I personally reviewed the general, skin, metabolic, endocrine, EENT, pulmonary, cardiovascular, gastrointestinal, neurologic, psychiatric, and musculoskeletal system. I found out that she is having memory problem, confusion, trouble walking, joint pain, and depression.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 120/80, heart rate 72, and respiratory rate 16. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: S1 and S2 regular in rate and rhythm. Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds present. Neck: Supple. There is no carotid bruit. There is no jaundice, cyanosis, or edema. Neurologic: The patient is alert, awake, and oriented x3. I did the Mini-Mental Status Examination and she scored 26/30. Speech: No aphasia. No dysarthria. Pupils are equally reacting to light and accommodation. Extraocular movements are intact. There is no facial asymmetry. Tongue is in the midline. Shoulder shrug normal. Hearing is decreased on both sides. Finger-to-nose, no dysmetria. There is no pronator drift. There is no rigidity. No tremor. Motor System Examination: Strength 5/5. Deep tendon reflexes 2/4. Plantar responses are flexor. Sensory System Examination: Revealed presence of pinprick and vibratory sensation in both hands and feet. Gait ataxic. Romberg test positive.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: An 85-year-old right-handed Caucasian woman whose history and examination is suggestive of following neurological problems:

1. Alzheimer disease of late onset.

2. Depression.

3. Gait ataxia.

4. Hearing loss.
At this time, I would like to continue the donepezil 5 mg p.o. daily. After three months, it should be increased to 10 mg p.o. daily. I would like to see her back in my office in three months.
