The patient is seen with complaints of cough and congestion for the past 30 days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful other than dental capping earlier.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Tenth in a private school.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He has a dental procedure planned. Dentist did not want to do sedation with congestion in his nose.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
No additional testing was done.

DIAGNOSIS: Upper respiratory infection with residual bronchitis.

PLAN: The patient was advised to continue Flonase and Zyrtec-D over-the-counter. Given prescription for Zithromax and Bromfed DM. To follow up as needed and to see pediatrician.
