PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Low-grade temperature now. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight pharyngeal erythema. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Testing for strep, COVID and flu all were negative.
IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with pharyngitis.
