SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today as a followup. I was called by the nursing staff. The patient has reported a fall on the weekend. Now, he is complaining of right knee pain when the physical therapy came to assess him, he was having lot of pain with right knee. No headache. No dizziness. No loss of consciousness. No chest pain. No other trauma. When I saw the patient, he denies any headache or dizziness. He does have a pain in the right knee.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. He is alert and cooperative.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 130/78, pulse 84, temperature 98.0, respiration 18, and pulse ox 96%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Right knee has a painful movement. No significant hematoma identified and some redness in the lower extremity in the calf area. No swelling. Thigh, no swelling. Right hip, no tenderness.

Neuro: He is awake and alert.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Status post reported fall with right knee pain.

2. History of previous CVA.

3. History of dementia.

4. Ambulatory dysfunction.

PLAN: I will get x-ray of the right knee. I gave him Tylenol p.r.n. for pain. Continue all his routine medications. Care plan discussed with the nursing staff.
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
