SUBJECTIVE: The patient has no headache. No dizziness. No nausea. No vomiting. No fever. No chills. No cough. No congestion. She has been taking her medication and while monitoring here blood pressure has been okay.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake, alert, and cooperative.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 128/78, pulse 80, temperature 98.2, respiration 18, and pulse ox 97%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No edema.

Neuro: She is awake, alert, cooperative, and oriented x3.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Recent orthostatic hypotension, near syncope and syncopal episode. She was hospitalized and she was diagnosed with orthostatic hypotension.

2. Aortic valve stenosis status post TAVR.

3. Hypertension.

4. Diabetes mellitus currently on diet controlled.

5. Hypothyroidism.

6. Generalized weakness.

7. History of hyponatremia.

PLAN: Currently, the patient is adjusting to rehab. She is doing well. She does have malnutrition. She will need a lot of nutritional support and also continue PT/OT. Followup lab electrolytes. She has mildly elevated AST level. I will order some hepatitis C antibody and hepatitis B surface antigene for her and this was discussed with the nursing staff.
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
