SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today for followup at the nursing rehab. He does have some right knee pain that is improving. His surgical site wound has ben healed but he did have some swelling but no redness. No cough. No congestion. No fever. No chills. At present, he is sitting in the chair. No acute distress.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is awake, alert, and cooperative. He has expressive aphagia, dysarthria, and previous traumatic brain injury.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 128/70, pulse 68, temperature 98.1, respiration 18, and pulse ox 96%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Right knee has some tenderness but there is no calf tenderness. No leg edema.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, and cooperative.

ASSESSMENT: The patient admitted to subacute rehab with septic arthritis of the right knee. The patient treated with a course of antibiotic. He has been followed up by the orthopedic surgery. As per evaluation, they advised to bring ESR and CRP will do that and also they recommended followup labs. He does have intermittent cough and congestion but at present he has no fever. No cough today. I was give him because there is some tenderness to the right knee and the orthopedic did recommend to give ciprofloxacin 500 mg b.i.d. we gave him five more days.
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
