Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Trace edema both legs but there is no calf tenderness.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, and forgetful.

LABS: Recent lab WBC count 5.5, hemoglobin 10.6, hematocrit 32.5, sodium 134, potassium 3.9, chloride 98, CO2 30, BUN 18, creatinine 0.7, and calcium level 9.0.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient is admitted with subacute rehab with generalized weakness.

2. Electrolyte imbalance.

3. Cognitive deficits.

4. Chronic hyponatremia.

5. History of anemia.

6. The patient does have cognitive impairment.

7. History of Barrett's esophagitis.

PLAN: We will continue all his current medications. PT/OT. There are no other issues reported today.
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
