Dear Doctors:
This is a followup for Michael who has chronic kidney disease, underlying hypertrophic cardiomyopathy.  Last visit in June.  He keeps himself physically active.  No associated chest pain, palpitations or syncope.  Minimal dyspnea.  Rarely uses diuretics probably one in six weeks, very conscious about sodium restriction, has AICD no firing.  He likes to cycle 12 miles a day.  Denies gastrointestinal or urinary symptoms.  He has noticed some foaminess of the urine but no prior recorded protein in the urine to be rechecked.  Other review of systems is negative.
Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I want to highlight anticoagulation with Eliquis, takes beta-blocker Toprol, rarely Lasix, recently added Farxiga, magnesium, already on cholesterol treatment and triglycerides.
Physical Examination:  Today weight 224, blood pressure 112/70.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  No rales or wheezes.  Appears regular.  No significant murmurs.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites or tenderness.  No edema.  No focal deficits.
Labs:  Chemistries July, creatinine 1.75 better than 1.9, present GFR 43 stage IIIB, upper potassium, normal sodium and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No anemia.  Prior urine sample, no proteinuria.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IIIB, stable overtime.  No progression, not symptomatic, to be monitored.  Previously no activity in the urine.  He mentioned some bubbles.  Next blood test to update albumin creatinine ratio.
2. Hypertrophic cardiomyopathy, prior ventricular tachycardia AICD, atrial fibrillation rate control anticoagulated, prior ablation procedure pulmonary vein, pulmonary embolism.

3. The use of Farxiga very appropriate.  Other chemistries associated to kidney disease normal.  It is my understanding a new echo was done.  We will ask Dr. Krepostman for a copy of that.  Come back in six months.
