CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is here with her caretaker who takes care of her. She has a history of dementia. She is concerned because of swollen buttocks present for the past several days. She tries to keep her up and moving around. Had recent amputation with wound care, but the patient presently not getting home nursing.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unknown other than Alzheimer's disease.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Cared by caretaker daughter. Presently under wound care for post amputation of toe.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Not obtained.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose and Throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits other than increased dementia, disorientation and unable to communicate. Skin: Noted area on right inferior buttock with superficial excoriation without inflammation or purulence, not full thickness. Central lesion 6 to 7 mm with surrounding hardening of tissue without evident necrosis.
IMPRESSION: Early decubitus, right hip. Culture was obtained.
PLAN: The patient was placed on Bactrim orally with Purocin topically. Get donut cushion. Advised to get evaluation by Wound Care. Daughter to seek consultation with the people rendering wound care as well as following up with the PCP. She has a cardiologist that she sees as well, but may not be willing to do with decubitus or early decubitus. *__________*. Caretaker will render care as advised and seek wound care consultation.
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
