The patient is seen with complaints of temperature of 104 without other symptoms, does not want evaluation or treatment, but states sisters made her come.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Diabetes and hypertension.
SOCIAL HISTORY: As above. Sister worried about her. 
FAMILY HISTORY: As above.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose and Throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient agreed to COVID testing which was negative.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: FUO, possible COVID, unconfirmed.

PLAN: Given prescription of Paxlovid to take if symptoms continued with home COVID testing suggested. Follow up with PCP. She states she is supposed to be seen tomorrow.
