Ms. Estrada is a 69-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 1991. She also has a history of coronary artery disease status post CABG surgery x 3, anemia, neuropathy, cholera, hyperlipidemia, vitamin D deficiency, lupus over 30 years, osteomyelitis in left ankle status post removal of ankle, Charcot foot, kidney stones and epilepsy. For her diabetes she is on glimepiride 4 mg once daily and pioglitazone 45 mg once daily. She failed metformin due to GI side effects. She reports symptoms of palpitations, some fatigue and hair loss. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia and polyphagia.

Plan:

1. For her type II diabetes we will order a current hemoglobin A1c. At this point my recommendation is for her to start a diabetic medication that also has a secondary benefit of weight loss and therefore we will switch her Mounjaro 2.5 mg once weekly and adjust her pioglitazone to 30 mg once daily. We will stop the glimepiride 4 mg once daily. Notably the patient failed metformin therapy due to the GI side effects.

2. For her chronic kidney disease this is stage IIIB. 

3. For her coronary artery disease she is status post coronary artery bypass surgery.

4. She also has history of petit mal seizures and she is on Keppra for this. The patient states her seizures came from an infection of cholera that she had in the past.

5. For her hyperlipidemia check a current lipid panel.

6. For her anemia she has been evaluated by nephrology who ended up referring her to gastroenterology to figure out the source of the anemia.

7. For her peripheral neuropathy she is taking Neurontin for this.

Thank you for allowing me to participate in her management.
