CC: 90-day note.
HPI: A 93-year-old gentleman who had been in a bingo activity earlier then we caught up with him when he was in his room. The patient was alert and quite engaging, said he remembers me and he had not seen me in a while, which is true. The patient had a dental appointment last week and had a procedure done that he cannot really tell me about, but returned with orders for Biotin swishing and other oral care. The patient stated that nothing was being done because the nurses will not set it up for him and I spoke to one of the nurses who stated that from the time he returned they were given a copy by the patient’s son and so they have make sure that he has the mouth rinses, etc. There are three things at the time he supposed to get them and that has been going on since his return on last Wednesday 23. The patient stated that okay clearly, he had no recollection. He states that he feels good, he has no pain, he cannot complain about things. He gets around in his wheelchair. He will propel it just to a point where somebody else will then take over for him.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced dementia unspecified, gait instability is in a manual wheelchair, non-weightbearing without assist, senile debility, hypothyroid, bilateral LEE and peripheral neuropathy.
MEDICATIONS: ABH gel 225 2 mg/mL one mL b.i.d., ASA 81 mg q.d., Voltaren gel to both knees b.i.d., Proscar q.d., Lasix 40 mg q.d., levothyroxine 50 mcg q.d., KCl 10 mEq q.d., senna two tablets q.d. and Flomax q.d.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Robust alert male who was very talkative and pleasant.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 135/79, pulse 72, temperature 97.6, respirations 18 and weighs 194.8 pounds.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: He has good neck and truncal stability in his manual wheelchair. Lower extremities he has no edema. He complains of pain at the right great toenail and then the left foot the second toenail from the great toe on the left foot is loose and he states it
 is painful and he wants to know if I could do something for him. I told mother then pain management know that the podiatrist would be coming soon. I then looked and saw the patient had his shoes on the wrong feet. He also had a loose small mycotic toenail on the third toe of his left foot.
NEURO: His orientation is x1 to 2. He is verbal. His speech could be mumbled at times and then he can be random and tangential and then finally come around to make his point. At times can be difficult to redirect, but was animated and cooperative this visit.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. 90-day note. He has had a dental abscess that was treated with ABX prior to getting to the dentist who is now done a procedure unclear what it is maybe dental extraction and that is in route to healing. The patient continues to be very social, going to all activities, he comes out for all meals has the same table of gentleman that he sits with, he certainly able to make his needs known and his sons are still involved in his care.
2. Labs. The patient had annual labs in June. He has a mild anemia with normal indices and CMP is WNL. Continue with current care.
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
