HPI: An 80-year-old gentleman who seen in his room he was sleeping soundly, he appeared so comfortable after lunch. His wife was not in the room as she was in an activity and it is not often that he gets time by himself to rest. And then after several times did go back and wife was returning to the room and wanted to know where he was and stated that she was going to go getting to bed to because she did not want to be in the living room by herself. The patient was seen first by himself.

DIAGNOSES: Depression, HTN, HLD, GERD, BPH and OA of both shoulders and knees.
MEDICATIONS: Wellbutrin 75 mg b.i.d., Coreg 6.25 mg q.d., Lexapro 20 mg q.d., Keppra 500 mg b.i.d., lisinopril 40 mg q.d., Mucinex DM b.i.d., Prilosec 20 mg q.d., Zocor 40 mg q.d., and Flomax to capsules at h.s.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.
CODE STATUS: Full code.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Slender and somewhat fit elderly male sleeping soundly, but did awaken.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 137/70, pulse 68, temperature 98.0, respirations 17 and weighs 180 pounds.
LUNGS: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear without cough and symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: He has a regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub or gallop.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He ambulates independently. No lower extremity edema. Moves all limbs in a normal range of motion.
NEURO: He is oriented x2, has to reference for date and time. His speech is clear. He can give information and make his needs known.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 90-day note. No falls or acute medical events this quarter. He will be due for annual labs in November so we will wait till then. Continue with care as is.
