CC: Chest x-ray review.
HPI: A 76-year-old with end-stage liver disease with ascites, history of CHF, and HTN. Over the past couple of weeks, she has felt congested concerned that maybe she was having diagnosed and untreated heart failure. I told her that was unlikely but to calmer down. I have ordered the CXR she has not had one in some time. She continues to be followed by her cardiologist Dr. Ahmad but she has not seen him in couple of months.

DIAGNOSES: End-stage liver disease with cirrhosis, HTN, HLD, depression, MCI, and loss of ambulation requires wheelchair.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 08/16 note.

ALLERGIES: Multiple see chart.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient was alert, made eye contact, and wanted to start talking out. I redirected her that we were only looking at her CXR results.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 115/61, pulse 92, respirations 16, and weight 125 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She propels her manual wheelchair around without difficulty and has no lower extremity edema and fairly good upper body strength.

NEURO: Makes eye contact. Speech is clear. Oriented x3 and spirits are good.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. CXR review from 08/24/2023 it was compared to a film on 07/28/2022. Lungs are grossly clear, heart mildly prominent, loop recording device evident, and fusion of thoracolumbar region noted. No focal infiltrate. I reassured patient that that was a good result.

2. The patient with a history of CHF. CXR done. No evidence of CHF.

3. Allergy symptoms. The patient has Spiriva and has had limited drainage if any and when it has been it is clear. Reassured her that no need for concern at this time.
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
