CC: Followup on D mannose hold.
HPI: An 83-year-old with advanced dementia, history of UTIs, and recent dysphagia with some medications. The patient’s dementia has clearly advanced. She continues to spend all of her time in a room on her bed. She is now an assist with 6/6 ADLs. Continues at times to walk out of her room using a walker with her nasal cannula hose trailing her. Today when seen, she was in bed sleeping with her nasal cannula properly placed. Staff reports that with her current medications she occasionally still has difficulty swallowing now has to take time and those that can be are crushed.

ALLERGIES: PCN.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient resting comfortably and in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 139/92, pulse 80, respirations 16, temperature 98, and weight 176 pounds.

CARDIAC: She has an irregular rhythm with soft SEM.

ABDOMEN: Soft and bowel sounds present. No distention.

RESPIRATORY: Anterolateral lung fields were clear and symmetric excursion.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Pill dysphagia. Discontinue D mannose and went out and we will discontinue PreserVision.
