She presents today with a type of rash annular various locations on her torso underneath her right arm also on her left forearm and right forearm on her left thigh also on the right thigh anterior portion and then down around by her knee all are similar a honey crusted rash very similar to impetigo.

The patient also complains of a sore throat ongoing now for two days.

No other symptoms. No high fever. No activity intolerance. No chest pain or shortness of breath. No cough. No respiratory involvement whatsoever. She maintains her normal bowel and bladder function as usual. No complaints there.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She is not on any distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 102/55, pulse 65, respirations 16, temperature 98.5, oxygenation 100% on room air, and current weight 95 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area mildly erythematous. No strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmur.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Examination of the extremities as above thus show this annular honey crusted rash over bilateral forearms underneath the right armpit is well and on the right and left thighs total number of lesions are probably 8 to 10 all similar in presentation.

LABS: Today include strep test, which was negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Impetigo. The patient will receive Bactroban cream to apply to each individual lesion and then amoxicillin 875 mg b.i.d. 10 days.

2. Acute pharyngitis and antibiotics amoxicillin as above.

3. She is to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, and monitor her symptoms. I have asked her to stop picking at these lesions. She is going to monitor the progression and account of these lesions. Return to clinic if she is not getting significant improvement in two days.
