HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is seen today as a followup with the progress note. The patient was reported by the physical therapist and the nursing staff having pain last week. So, I did x-ray on the knee. X-ray showing DJD and the loose body, but the patient states the symptoms are better. He does have pain when movements and no recent fall. No trauma.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: HEENT: No headache. No dizziness. No cough. No congestion. No nausea. No vomiting. No fever. No chills.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is awake, alert, and forgetful. Memory is impaired. He has baseline cognitive deficit. He has memory impairment.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 134/80. Pulse 76. Temperature 98.5 F. Respirations 18. 
Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No edema. No calf tenderness.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, forgetful, and disorientated.

ASSESSMENT: 

1. Right knee pain DJD.

2. Loose body in the right knee.

3. History of old CVA.

4. Dementia.

5. History of depression.

6. History of H. pylori in the past.

PLAN OF CARE: He will get physical therapy and if his symptoms persist then he may get orthopedic evaluation. At this point, he is feeling much better. The pain is better than before, but still it hurt on movements.
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
