Today when I saw the patient, he is doing much better. He is working very well with the physical therapy. He has no headache. No dizziness. No cough. No congestion. No fever. No chills.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is awake, alert, and oriented x3.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 139/78, pulse 63, temperature 97.2, respiration 18, and pulse ox 99%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No edema. No calf tenderness.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, and oriented x3.

LABS: Sodium 134, potassium 4.3, chloride 99, CO2 27, glucose 129, creatinine is 1.3, BUN 17, and calcium 9.2.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has been admitted with ambulatory dysfunction.

2. Syncopal episode.

3. History of dysphagia.

4. Squamous cell carcinoma. He used to have G-tube in the past that has been removed.

5. Coronary artery disease.

6. Hypothyroidism.

7. Renal insufficiency.

PLAN: I will continue all his current medications. Encouraged plenty of fluids and repeat BMP on Monday.
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
