SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen by today for followup by me. The patient has a known coronary artery disease with previous stent and she was maintained on aspirin and Plavix. She has a compliance issue. While in the rehab, we are giving her routine aspirin and Plavix. She has been cooperative with medications. I have scheduled appointment for followup with cardiology. The patient refused and she is delusional. As per records, I have reviewed, she has a stent placed in 2022 is more than one year right now. So at this point, I called the cardiologist myself and they have recommended one year of Plavix is okay but today we will continue aspirin from today onward and discontinue Plavix. The patient has no chest pain. She is ambulatory. She denies any headache or dizziness. No fever. No chills. No chest pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As I mentioned:

1. Coronary artery disease status post PCI in June 2022.

2. COPD asthma.

3. Cognitive impairment.

4. Delusional disorder.

MEDICATIONS: She is on Tylenol 500 mg two tablets every eight hours p.r.n., DuoNeb treatment q.4h p.r.n., aspirin 81 mg daily, Plavix 75 mg daily that will be stopped from today for coronary artery disease status post stenting, vitamin B12 500 mcg daily, Seroquel 25 mg daily for delusion, atorvastatin 40 mg daily. All these medications will be continued and Plavix has been discontinued. Discussed with the staff.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 122/70, pulse 80, temperature 97.2, and respiration 18.

Neck: Supple.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No edema.

Neuro: She is awake, alert, and cooperative. She does have memory deficits.
PLAN: As per patient refused to see cardiologist. At this point, I will discontinue Plavix but we will maintain on aspirin and statin. For COPD, she is maintained already on inhaler and current medications reviewed by me. Also discussed with the nursing staff.
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
