CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also complaining of right foot pain and right knee pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that right ankle was swollen 8 or 10 days ago and it is only subsided after the patient taking left over indomethacin and now the patient is able to walk without much discomfort. However, the patient developed right knee pain and pain level is 3 or 4 and it is worse upon exertion and relieved after resting and pain is improving.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, severe back pain, or rashes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and after that it resolved and currently the patient is not taking any medication and gout.
ALLERGIES: Sulfa drugs, mild rashes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: Father has cancer organ involved is not know.
PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he has no children. The patient works as a chemist. Smoking habits are none. Alcohol use is occasional and drug abuse none. The patient’s exercise is mostly walking.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

Chest is symmetrical without any deformity and there is no axillary lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
Blood pressure is rechecked and it is 156/104.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable without any calf swelling or tenderness. Right ankle examination reveals no significant tenderness or redness. Right knee examination there is no significant tenderness and passive range of movement is unremarkable. Weightbearing is minimally painful.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and skin is healthy.
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
