The patient presents with history of not eating well and red throat for the past two days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of questionable strep three to four months ago. History of trauma and dental care and repairs in the past.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is in mild distress with severe anxiety reaction to office visit. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the pharynx noted. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative. Neuropsychiatric: Negative except *__________* unfortunately. Skin: Negative.
The patient had a strep test performed which was negative.
IMPRESSION: Pharyngitis, non-strep.

PLAN: Because of concern and difficulty with examination plus history of questionable strep, the patient was given amoxicillin for 10 days. Follow up to see pediatrician and here if not able to be seen here as needed.
