HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Swafford is a 79-year-old gentleman bedbound and ADL dependent, wears diaper and has severe protein-calorie malnutrition, severe weight loss, severe left-sided weakness, severe pain in the left side related to his previous stroke now he is becoming weak on the right so had taken care by his daughter and his grandson at home.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Knee surgery.

ALLERGIES: Allergy list is provided.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Listed created earlier.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke. He does not drink. He used to smoke and drink before. He used to be a construction worker. He has six children. He is not married and he used to be a mechanic.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother and father died of old age.

COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He had a stroke few years ago since then has become bedbound totally. No longer able to talk and has become more confused. Per his grandson ADL dependent and wears a diaper and has a Foley catheter in place which requires replacement. He described left-sided dense paralysis, contractures, right sided weakness, which is worsened and decreased mentation. The patient is also in severe pain and spasm because he has pain in his lower extremities in his legs especially and has severe contractures of his feet and onychomycosis.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Isaac is frustrated in pain at the time of examination.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 160/80.Pulse 92. Respirations 18.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without lesions.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2. Few rhonchi.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

EXTREMITIES: Shows no rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Left-sided dense paralysis noted and right side is weak as well. Strength is 2/5. Contracture of the lower extremity and muscle wasting severe.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Here we have a 79-year-old gentleman with end-stage CVA with contractures and severe pain, muscle wasting, decreased appetite, Foley catheter in place, mentation diminished, and increased weakness. He definitely meets the criteria for hospice most likely has less than six months to live. He wants the medical director to sign the paperwork for him to be able to get the grandson as his helper since he is bedbound. Overall prognosis is poor. He has less than six months to live. So he definitely remains significant hospice appropriate.
