Ms. Langston is a 74-year-old woman with history of end-stage cirrhosis. The patient has very large ascites in place evidence of caput medusae, portal hypertension, and severe muscle wasting of the lower extremity. The patient also suffers from dementia. Her cirrhosis appears to be alcoholic in nature. The patient since last certification has lost weight. The care facility called Crimson. Jean is total ADL dependent, bedbound and has diaper in place. The patient is not married and used to be a property manager and never had any children. She has KPS score of 40%. Other comorbidities include DVT of the lower extremities 07/20/22, dementia, ascites, volume overload, and portal hypertension. The patient is very much hospice appropriate expected to live less than six months.

It is noteworthy that Ms. Langston is on Eliquis for DVT diagnosed July 2023. It is the opinion of this examiner and I recommend strongly for the patient to be taken off the Eliquis ASAP given her end-stage alcoholic cirrhosis and the fact that most of this people die with internal bleeding having her on a blood thinner will be a contraindication. In my opinion she should be taken off this medication as soon as possible. We will discuss this and notify the medical director via copy of this note.
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
