REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

Musculoskeletal: Right ankle pain.

Neuro: No syncope.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is awake, alert, and cooperative. He has dysarthria secondary to previous traumatic brain injury.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 110/70, pulse 78, temperature 98.0, and respiration 18.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No edema.

Neuro: He is awake and alert. He has expressive aphasia and dysarthria.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Right ankle pain.

2. Traumatic brain injury with right-sided weakness.

3. Recent knee infection treated with antibiotic.

4. Liver mass suspected liver cancer.
