SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today in the rehab unit. She said she has a cough and congestion for the last few days ago with some blood tinge sputum. There is no blood in the sputum but she still has a dry cough. She is also complaining of right leg above the ankle area redness. She has some irritation on this leg before and getting some more redness in the small area of skin break. No fever. No chills. No nausea. No vomiting.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

HEENT: No headache. No dizziness.

Pulmonary: Dry cough and few episode of blurting sputum but she has been on anticoagulation. No pleural effusion before in the left leg and the recent PE. Otherwise, she has no hematuria. No blood in the stool.

Neuro: No syncope. Periodic agitation reported by the staff because she is not very cooperative with the nursing staff they reported.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake, alert, and oriented x3.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 125/65, pulse 85, temperature 98.2, respiration 18, and pulse ox 98%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Right leg above the ankle area there is redness suggestive of some cellulitis with skin break.

Neuro: She is awake, alert, oriented x3, and cooperative at present when I saw the patient.

LABS: Reviewed.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Left-sided pleural effusion with multiple rib fracture previously.

2. Pulmonary embolism.

3. DVT left leg.

4. Right leg cellulitis.
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5. Obesity.

6. Anxiety/depression.

7. Hypertension.

8. Diabetes mellitus.

PLAN: I reviewed all the medications, we will continue that. I will start her doxycycline 100 mg p.o. b.i.d. for seven days for cellulitis. I will get chest x-ray for followup of effusion.
