Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Bilateral rhonchi.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Right BKA and left leg chronic edema. No calf tenderness.

Neuro: She is awake and alert but expressive aphasia not on able to answer any question due to recent significant stroke.

LABS: Reviewed by me.

ASSESSMENT:

1. DVT left leg.

2. Pulmonary embolism.

3. CVA.

4. Dysphagia, status post PEG placement.

5. Ambulatory dysfunction.

6. COPD.

7. Right BKA due to peripheral vascular disease.

PLAN: The patient will be maintained on anticoagulation. She has been switched to Pradaxa after discussion with hematology consultation. All her medications will be continued and she will be monitored very closely.
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
