HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 9-year-old young man here today. Mother got some type of infection on his left glute. It looks as though they believe it to be some type of an insect bite. Therefore evaluation today there is no drainage from that wound site as well.
The patient had this for two days. The exact cause of this wound is not known at this time. Mother believes it might be a spider bite. There is no associated fever or chills. In fact no other symptoms whatsoever. No nausea or vomiting. He maintains his normal bowel and bladder function as usual.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsillectomy and bilateral ear tube.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies. 
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of second hand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed, not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 127/74. Pulse 97. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.1. Oxygenation 98% on room air. Current weight 84 pounds.
HEENT: Largely unremarkable.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

Examination of that insect bite, which is on the left glute. It appears to be approximately centralized in felt to the skin, with surrounding erythema approximately 1-inch. There is no drainage at this point or appear to be any induration there as well.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 

1. Insect bite. The patient will be given amoxicillin 875 mg b.i.d. 10 days. He will be on this twice a day for 10 days. Return to clinic in few days for followup or sooner if not improved.
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
