The patient is a 50-year-old single male, without children, living with a female companion and her parents. He has been unemployed for several years, but has previously worked in maintenance. He has a known history of major depressive disorder, alcohol use disorder, opioid use disorder – now in remission on Suboxone, and major depressive disorder recurrent – now in remission. He has been under my care for more than 10 years.
MENTAL STATUS EXAMINATION: Mental status examination at most recent visit of 08/21/2023 which was a phone session: The patient was cooperative. Speech was normal in rate and rhythm. He was euthymic. Thinking was goal-directed, organized, logical and linear. There was no abnormal content. Thinking was future oriented. There was no suicidal or homicidal ideation. Insight and judgment were intact. He was alert and awake. He was oriented x 4. Recent and remote memories were intact. Attention was intact. Fund of knowledge was excellent.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Adderall 20 mg b.i.d., Ambien 10 mg h.s. p.r.n. insomnia, Suboxone sublingual film 8 mg daily, Prozac 20 mg three capsules daily, Seroquel 400 mg b.i.d., and Xanax 1 mg b.i.d. p.r.n. anxiety.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
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
