Dear Dr. Mmereole:

Thank you for referring Mr. William Wallace for Infectious Disease evaluation.

As you know, the patient is a 30-year-old male who comes in with persistent night sweats, fever, headaches, stiff neck, constipation alternating with diarrhea, trouble urinating, cough, and night sweats. He denies any history of active medical problems. He has suffered in the past from depression as well as headaches. He has recently experienced some diarrhea alternating with constipation. He has been taking Truvada for PREP.  He denies any high-risk sexual behavior although he admits to activity. His last travel was to California approximately two weeks ago as well as North Carolina. He has one cat and one dog, which are homebound and are fully vaccinated. He works as a teacher, but has not been in class.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Positive for pilonidal cyst in 2011 and appendectomy in 2014.

ALLERGIES: The patient has no known allergies to medications.
MEDICATIONS: Truvada and valacyclovir.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Does not smoke. Social drinker. He is a schoolteacher.

FAMILY HISTORY: Positive for throat cancer, hypertension, diabetes, and depression.
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IMMUNIZATION: Positive for hepatitis A and B.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: Well-nourished, well-developed adult male.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 250 pounds, height 6’1”, blood pressure 120/70, pulse 76, and respiratory rate 18.

HEAD: Normocephalic and atraumatic.

EARS: Normal.

NOSE: Normal.

EYES: Normal.

MOUTH: Pharynx not injected.

TONUGUE: Midline. No thrush.

NECK: No rigidity. No thyromegaly. No bruits.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

HEART: S1 and S2 regular. No murmurs, rubs, or gallops.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: No cyanosis. No clubbing. No edema.

NEUROLOGIC: Unremarkable.

SKIN: No cyanosis. No clubbing. No edema.

IMPRESSION: Fever of unknown origin. Rule out viral syndrome secondary to EBV or mono. Rule out viral syndrome secondary to HIV. Rule out rakettesial illness such as Rickettsia typhi. Lyme and West Nile virus unlikely. Hepatitis C unlikely. We will prophylactically treat with Zithromax 2 grams one dose for empiric therapy of sexually transmitted disease. We will also administer Menactra B at a later date once this issue has been resolved. Stool for ova and parasites as well as C&S and occult blood should be obtained. We will follow with you and make further recommendations.

Thank you very much for allowing me to participate in the care of your patient.
