Larry Storinsky was seen for evaluation of a thyroid nodule.

Recently, because of throat symptoms and what appeared to be laryngitis. He had an ultrasound performed of his a thyroid gland, which shows a 1.3 cm nodule in the right lower lobe.

At this time, he has no specific symptoms suggestive of thyroid hormone imbalance.

Past history is otherwise notable for hyperlipidemia and gout.

Family History: His brother has had a thyroid nodule. His mother has hypothyroidism.

Social History: He is a mechanical engineer who builds cars. He does not smoke or occasionally drinks alcohol.

Current Medications: Rosuvastatin 5 mg daily and allopurinol.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 124/76, weight 194 pounds, and BMI is 31.4. Pulse was 70 per minute. The neck exam is unremarkable. No lymphadenopathy or nodules palpable. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Other lab studies results were reviewed and these were in a satisfactory range apart from borderline TSH of 3.7 to 4.42.

IMPRESSION: Small thyroid nodule, which does not show suspicious findings on ultrasound and borderline thyroid function and TSH.

I have asked him return for followup in about two months time for repeat thyroid function, TSH, and thyroid antibody testing.
