CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also complaining of poor right eye vision.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has blurry vision on the right eye; however, with both eyes he is able to drive and do the daily chores without any problems.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for laminectomy of the lumbar spine.
PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and has four children. The patient works as a drug dispatcher. He has cut down his smoking, but still smokes one and half pack per day. The patient is advised on smoking cessation and he states he is not ready yet. Alcohol use is six to eight cans of beers everyday. He has reduced from 12 cans.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals poor vision in the right eye and there is no conjunctival hemorrhage.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable without any edema or calf tenderness.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

Musculoskeletal examination reveals forward flexion of the lumbar spine and he is advised on stretching exercises.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.
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
