CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right-sided oral mass, difficulty chewing, and pain. The patient also came today as a followup for hypertension.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient had bleeding in the mouth and difficulty chewing and the patient then went and saw the dentist and discovered that the patient has a mass in the right side of the mouth and she was referred to oral surgeon and she had an appointment with him today and she came as a followup and the patient is scheduled for biopsy of the mass. The patient stated that there is less bleeding; however, she tired to chew from other side and does not have any difficulty swallowing. The patient has not noticed any lumps in the neck.
The patient also came today as a followup for hypertension and her blood pressure is elevated and her blood pressure reading today was 153/94 with normal heart rate.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, cough, fever, chills, chewing tobacco, smoking, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities. The patient also denied any alcohol use.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for vitamin D deficiency and she is on vitamin D3 supplement 2000 units once a day.
The patient has a history of iron deficiency and she is on ferrous sulfate 325 mg one tablet a day, which is not taking for past several weeks.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with her husband and she has two adult children. The patient works in a real-estate office and she never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use and she is fairly active.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals mass on the right side of the mouth involving the lower gum and there is no discharge or bleeding at this time.

NECK: Supple. There is soft lymph node on the right side of the neck without any tenderness and thyroid is not enlarged.

Chest is symmetrical without any deformity and there is no axillary lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft and slightly obese without any tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable without any pedal edema or calf tenderness.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.

I had a long discussion with the patient and her son and all their questions are answered to their satisfaction and they verbalized full understanding.
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
