History: Multiple issues were discussed. Mr. Moody has conjunctivitis that is affecting his both lower eyelids and both lower eyelids are swollen and there is itching. He had cataract surgery of both eyes last year. He states he is not able to tolerate heat these days. He states he wants to get a colonoscopy as his younger brother was found to have prostate cancer and had prostate surgery and on colonoscopy was found to have a colon lesion and is going to have a surgery done and so he wants to get colonoscopy. His last colonoscopy was in 2009. The patient was given a flu shot today. His other problems are history of gout and severe osteoarthritis affecting multiple joints of his body including his right hand, both knees. He also has had gout. He wants Tylenol No.3 because sometimes when his arthritis gets so bad nothing works and he is in lot of pain. He is an electrician by profession. A Texas PMP was checked. Tylenol No.3 #30 tablets given. He is advised a complete lab including CBC, CMP, lipids, TSH and a uric acid. His PSA in last April was normal; much less than what he had before. He has seen Dr. Bhavsar as a urologist and was told he has BPH and takes tamsulosin. Sulfacetamide 10% eye drops given. Tylenol No.3 prescription given. Colonoscopy referral made to Dr. Derbes. Texas PMP checked. Fluad flu shot given. The patient will come for followup in a month at which time physical will be done.
